	Ideas: The blog post has insight, depth & understanding.   The student's personal opinion is well expressed. Opinions show a high level of understanding.

Evidence: Writer's choice of supporting evidence and detail is interesting and meaningful, with effective details and integration of sources.
	Ideas: The post shows some effort at insight & depth, but it is generalized. The student's personal opinion is expressed in an appropriate style & shows a good understanding.

Evidence: Writer uses correct information and sufficient details to support focus, but content does not enhance meaning/impact.
	Ideas: Writer demonstrates general awareness of purpose, but central argument is weak; little evidence of original thought or understanding.

Evidence: Writing lacks sufficient details to support focus, or evidence is disjointed to focus.  
	Ideas: This simple entry is superficial. Writer shows little or no understanding of purpose; thinking lacks coherence.  
Evidence: Writing contains details that are confusing, irrelevant or repetitive; no integration of sources.

	Structure: Writer's theme/thesis and evidence are structurally presented clearly and artfully, enhancing impact. Piece flows.

	Structure: Writing contains clear focus and flow of logic, effective intro. and concl., and skillful transitions.
Style: Writer demonstrates good sentence variety and generally strong language in enhancing meaning.
GUmps: Writing contains few errors, sophisticated use of grammar and punctuation, and effective paragraphing.
	Structure: Writing is generally focused; some attempt at flow of logic, but with limited success; adequate but "formulaic" intro./concl.
Style: Writing contains some sentence variety, correct word usage, and acceptable vocabulary, but lacks richness.
Gumps: Writing has generally correct Gumps.  Errors do not interfere with meaning.

	Structure: Writer's focus is either limited or too broad; organization is awkward / inconsistent; ineffective intro./concl.
Style: Lack of sentence variety, limited vocabulary, and/or errors in usage.

Gumps: Writing contains some errors of Gumps that may interfere with meaning,
	Structure: Writer's focus is unclear, with poor organization, lack of transitions; intro or concl is missing. Maybe one paragraph.

Style: Writing has sentence problems or just too simplistic; simplistic vocabulary.
Gumps: Writing contains distracting errors in Gumps. (Problems of “text” language may exist.)

	The entry is too short and may contain irrelevant material.  Lacks the expected effort.
