PARAGRAPH ONE - INTRODUCTION 

· Write a general statement about the topic.  What do the words in the topic mean? 

· Brief Statement summarizing personal experience or observation - or the idea of your first paragraph or paragraphs.

· Brief Statement about the topic in connection with the text - or the idea of your next paragraph or paragraphs.

· Thesis statement – your answer to the question - and the idea you will develop in your conclusion.

PARAGRAPH TWO – PERSONAL EXPERIENCE OR OBSERVATION

· Use your own experiences and/or observations to support your thesis.  Begin this paragraph with an idea that connects the thesis, the topic and your experience.

PARAGRAPH THREE  – REFERENCE TO  TEXT STUDIED

· Begin with an idea that connects the topic, the thesis, and the text.
· Select supporting examples from texts.  Do not summarize the events.  Instead, select particular details that develop the topic sentence of the paragraph.
PARAGRAPH FOUR – CONCLUSION
· Connect your ideas and generalize about them - “generalize” by commenting on how these details (experiences, ideas, your thoughts, the character’s actions) can be applied to human nature.  

· Answer the questions SO WHAT?  

· What is the significance of the character’s response/your response to the topic?

· Restate your thesis in different words as the first sentence of the paragraph, then develop that idea.

· Do not summarize what you’ve said in your previous paragraphs.  Do not repeat ideas.  Do not introduce new details or supporting ideas.

· Do not give advice.
