THESIS EXAMPLES:
COURAGE and INTEGRITY:

Discuss the idea(s) developed by the text creator in your chosen text about how acts of courage develop and nurture personal integrity.

P= In the novel Lord of the Flies, the protagonist Ralph is faced with conflicting views regarding the role of a courageous leader as he struggles to act with integrity through his isolation from the society of boys.  
CONVENTION and CIRCUMSTANCE:

Consider how an individual’s response to conventions or circumstances has been

reflected and developed in a literary text you have studied in English Language

Arts 30–1. Discuss the idea(s) developed by the text creator in your chosen text

about the significance of an individual’s attempt to live unconstrained by convention

or circumstance.

P = Idgie Threadgoode in the novel Fried Green Tomatoes at the Whistle Stop Café was able to not only be unconstrained by her adverse situation, but she was able to create it into a rare opportunity which offered the desperate residents of Whistle Stop hope.  

E = When traditions and conventions are challenged and changed in Pleasantville, fanaticism and hostility overtake the townspeople who refuse to modernize and adapt to new circumstances and opportunities.  
SELF-PRESERVATION

Consider how the nature of self-preservation has been reflected and developed in a literary text you have studied.  Discuss the ideas developed by the text creator about the role that self-preservation plays when individuals respond to competing demands.

P = In the novel Life of Pi, Yann Martel strives to develop the idea that self-preservation plays an integral role in the how Pi responds to his dire situation.

E = The film Pleasantville shows the different ways and lengths people will go to when trying to achieve their own well being through the characters of David, Jennifer and Betty.  While each character has a different challenge to overcome, they all ultimately do what they believe is right for themselves, although it is not always what is believed to be right by those around them.
