	2. Purposing

Read the stems for each question, beginning with the last question and working forwards.  Circle key words and/or briefly annotate parts of the stem to make more visible the idea being tested.

	3. Reading Strategically
Begin your purposeful reading.  Remind yourself to use a reading strategy that is most appropriate for the different genre.
	4. Answering Insightfully 

Shed light on a challenging question.  If a particular question stumps you, go on to the next one.  A later question may help you understand the intent of the earlier one.
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
